
Rules of procedure for the Student Parliament 
1. Bodies
a)
The president
The president constitute, opens and closes the meetings in the Student Parliament. 
b)
Moderators
The meeting leaders consist of two (2) moderators who gets elected at each meeting. They are responsible for facilitating the practical part of the meeting. 

c)
Keeper of the protocol 

STA`s organizational consultant keep the protocol from meetings in the Student 

         Parliament and election assemblies. 
2. Rights and duties
The representatives from the faculties and the teacher education unit has the right to speak, make suggestions and vote at meetings of the Student Parliament. When absent, their vice - representatives has the same rights and duties. 

The representatives of the Student Parliament is obligated to meet and if absent the vice-representatives will be summoned. The representatives is obligated to give notice about being absent a fair amount of time before the meeting. If a representative must leave before the meeting ends, he/she can deliver a note of leave. A note of leave must be handed in to the moderators in writing and is decided by the Student Parliament. 

The moderators are given the right to speak and make suggestions according to their function. The Student Parliament can give the right to speak to other organizations or persons in some cases. 
The meetings of the Student Parliament has an open door policy, although the Student Parliament can decide to close the doors. 

3. The negotiations 
The speaking time is 3 minutes for each post of opinion and 1 minute for a reply. There can be two replies and one answer reply for each post of opinion. Each representatives must use a voting sign when they want to be put on the speaking list. 
New suggestions that are made during the discussions in the meetings are to be made orally by the person suggesting it and be handed in to the moderators in writing. 
Posts of opinion concerning the rules of procedure, agenda or an information to the case interrupts the case discussion and will go first in the queue. Such posts of opinions can only last for 2 minutes. Suggestions/ objections concerning the agenda, rules of procedure or the order of voting must be voted over directly. 
Moderators and representatives with the right to make suggestions can make a suggestion to set the line for the debate. When the line is set the list of speakers will be read aloud before voting, by a simple majority vote. 
The moderators will say that all suggestions concerning the decisions must be handed in before the line is set. When it is decided to set the line, the moderators will say that the representatives can be put on the speaking list before and during the next speaker. A suggestion to set the line straight away demands a 2/3 majority vote.  After the line is set, it is not possible to put a suggestion forward or withdraw it. Everyone with the right to make suggestions can put forward a suggestion to repeal the line, this must have a 2/3 majority vote. 
All suggestions concerning cases that does not regard the agenda, rules of procedure or order of voting shall be in writing and be handed in to the moderators. All suggestions must be signed with the representatives’ whole name. 
4. Voting 
When the debate is over all suggestions will be read aloud by the moderators. Then, if necessary, there can be a little break in the meeting to put the suggestions in an order to commence voting. 
Ordinarily, voting will be done by holding up the voting sign. Voting by writing must be done if one or several representatives of the Student Parliament wants it. 
A decision is made by a simple majority vote; meaning over half of the votes without including the blanc votes, if not other decided in STA`s regulations or rules of procedure. In cases that demands a qualifies majority vote; meaning a 2/3 of the representatives with the right to vote, the representatives is obligated to vote for or against the suggestions and can not deliver an abstained vote.
Changes in the rules of procedure demands a 2/3 majority vote. 

5. Record of one`s objection to the case
All representatives with the right to vote can demand a record of one`s objection to the case. The record must be voiced before the case is closed and be handed in to the moderators in writing. All representatives that agree with the record make a notice of this before the meeting has ended and they will be written in the record. 
6. Other decisions 
The rules of procedure cannot be crossed with STA`s regulations. 

If a question is not regulated in the rules of procedure or the regulations, the Student Parliament can desiced wthat to do, with a simple majority vote. 
These rules of procedure applies to another is passed by the Student Parliament, and shall be passed under the constitution of a new Student Parliament. 
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
